Artificial intelligence has emerged as a key factor in enhancing the efficacy
of fraudulent activities, such as phishing attacks, while simultaneously rendering malware more autonomous and
adaptable, complicating detection and prevention efforts through traditional technical means. For instance, Al-driven
ransomware now employs automated classification and assessment of files based on their criticality and sensitivity,
subsequently encrypting them independently, thereby heightening the complexity of defensive strategies.

Conversely, Al also plays a crucial role in strengthening cybersecurity by analyzing vast volumes of data in real time to
identify threats and detect anomalous patterns. Furthermore, Al has accelerated digital forensic investigations through
innovative mechanisms; advancements in deep learning technology have led to the creation of Al software capable of
tracking encrypted transactions linked to cybercrimes that have long eluded security and judicial authorities.

While investigating traditional crimes follows established protocols, emerging
crimes present distinct challenges, including the virtual crime scene, digital forensic evidence, and the complexities
of information-related offenses. Consequently, individuals tasked with examining and investigating these crimes must
possess specialized skills, qualifications, and technical training that set them apart from those handling traditional
criminal cases.

In response to the rise of such crimes, legislative bodies at international, regional, and local levels have recently
endeavored to establish legal frameworks governing emerging offenses, particularly cybercrimes. However, the
mechanisms for effectively investigating and prosecuting these crimes remain underdeveloped. As a result, there is a
pressing need for specialized entities equipped to conduct thorough investigations aimed at reducing the prevalence
of these offenses. This objective can only be achieved if the personnel involved are adequately trained to match, if not
surpass, the capabilities of the offenders.

Title: Enhancing Legal and Judicial Cooperation to Combat Money Laundering and Terrorist Financing

Abstract:

This paper examines the critical role and significance of international legal and judicial cooperation in addressing
crimes such as money laundering and terrorist financing. It highlights the most notable forms of legal and judicial
cooperation established through international agreements. Within the context of harmonizing national legislation to
ensure its alignment with international commitments, this study will present a framework for the Jordanian legislator
regarding the organization of international legal and judicial cooperation within Jordanian national laws, particularly
focusing on the Anti-Money Laundering and Terrorist Financing Law No. 20 of 2021.

Title: Excessive Interest Lending and Sales Crimes: A Profitable Market for Organized Crime

Abstract:

This research paper examines a significant emerging crime: lending and selling with excessive interest, which is
recognized as a market for the profits of organized crime. Perpetrators of organized crime introduce their illicitly
obtained funds into the local market by offering loans and usurious sales at exorbitant interest rates that surpass legally
established limits. The study highlights the challenges in regulating these offenders, particularly when they utilize
high-interest lending as a means to launder illegal proceeds. It also addresses the difficulties in tracing the origins of
the capital being lent, which often stems from illegal activities such as drug trafficking, arms smuggling, and human
trafficking. This situation necessitates the establishment of clear legislation to criminalize such practices, alongside
enhanced international and judicial cooperation to combat them, as well as the implementation of local and international
mechanisms to monitor and address these illegal activities.

The study concludes with key findings and recommendations, notably the conflict between the Jordanian Penal Code
and the Central Bank Law regarding the recognition of usury within legally defined limits, contrasted with the Civil
Code>s lack of acknowledgment of usury. Among the primary recommendations, it is urged that the Jordanian legislator
establish a legal ceiling for interest rates in the context of criminalizing lending or selling with excessive usury, whether
delayed or compensatory. Furthermore, it is essential for Jordan to pursue mutual legal assistance treaties in criminal
matters to facilitate cooperation with other countries in the collection of judicial documents and evidence pertinent to
cases of usury and excessive selling, which serve as conduits for laundering the proceeds of organized crime.

Professor Ali Wardak, who obtained his PhD degree from the University of Edinburgh in Scotland, teaches
criminology at the University of South Wales, and is a Fellow of the UK’s Higher Education Academy. His main
teaching and research interests focus on comparative crime and justice, transnational crime, restorative justice,
and the relationships between state and non-state justice systems. From 2006 to 2008, he worked for the United
Nations Development Programme (UNDP) in Kabul, and co-authored the 2007 Afghanistan Human Development
Report where, a ‘hybrid model” of justice in Afghanistan is proposed. Professor Wardak has collaborated closely
with Professor John Braithwaite of ANU on Peacebuilding Compared research project, and they jointly won the
2013 Radzinowicz Prize for their two part—part article on crime and warr in Afghanistan.

Title: Victims of Human Trafficking

Abstract:

The unprecedented speed of communication and transportation in the 21st Century has transformed the nature of human
trafficking, which affects millions of people around the world. Human trafficking occurs in all regions of the world and
has serious consequences for the very humanity that holds us together.

It has resulted in a new form of extreme human exploitation that is referred to as ‘modern slavery’. After describing
the nature and extent of human trafficking today, this paper focuses on victims of human trafficking. The paper
illustrates that while victims of trafficking involve people from all genders, ethnicities, religions, and socio-economic
backgrounds, most come from world’s less developed, poorer, and war affected regions.

It also illustrates that while most female victims are used for forced sexual exploitation and domestic work, male
victims are mainly used for forced labour and other economic activities. The paper concludes that trafficked persons are
not only victims of asymmetric power relationships with individual perpetrators, they are also victims of global wealth
inequality between the regions that produce them and the regions where they are exploited.

Upon reviewing the final judicial rulings pertaining to numerous human trafficking offenses under the Anti-Human
Trafficking Law No. (9) of 2009 and its subsequent amendments, we have identified a lack of uniformity in the
positions taken by the Jordanian judiciary regarding certain contentious jurisprudential issues within the Anti-Human
Trafficking Law. Furthermore, we observed a variety of interpretations and practical applications of a singular legal
principle. Consequently, we have resolved to undertake a comprehensive study on this subject, which aims to realign
the discourse and potentially serve as a foundational reference for future legal research. This endeavor aspires to
enhance the consistency of judicial rulings and to instill a sense of stability and clarity in the face of ongoing legal
controversies surrounding the Anti-Human Trafficking Law, as well as their implications for offenses addressed in
various traditional legal frameworks.

Title: Indecent cyber assault and revenge by non-consensual dissemination of sexually explicit material:
Unaddressed Crimes in Arab Legislation.”

Abstract:

This paper examines the crimes of indecent assault and revenge pornography facilitated through electronic means,
in the context of the jurisprudence of the Jordanian Court of Cassation. Given the lack of explicit legal provisions
addressing these offenses, various cases were presented to the Court, highlighting issues of chastity and indecent
exposure via photography and video clips. The Court’s rulings have shown inconsistency in categorizing these
incidents, particularly regarding the indirect dissemination of recorded video content. The classifications have ranged
from indecent assault to defamation, electronic slander, contempt, or electronic blackmail. This study aims to analyze
the Court of Cassation’s rulings, categorize its interpretations, and provide a critical assessment of some of these
interpretations. We conclude that it is essential to incorporate specific legal provisions criminalizing electronic indecent
assault within the Cybercrime Law.

Title: Combatting Emerging Crimes Against Nature: Exploring Challenges and Opportunities in the Law
Enforcement of Wildlife Crime

Abstract:

It is recognised globally that we live in the midst of an environmental crisis. The solutions addressing the extensive
ecosystem and biodiversity loss are commonly sought in the natural sciences. The swift advancement of environmental
decline is both caused by, and has given rise to, new forms of crimes. Crimes which are being addressed by a lesser
known, but growing and diverse body of work within the social sciences. Green criminology studies harms towards
nature, humans and other animals. It recognises that even though international and national environmental law has
grown considerably, there are substantial problems in its implementation and enforcement. The illegal wildlife trade,
for example, is estimated to be one of the largest global black markets. It is a transnational crime which devastates
biodiversity, increases the transmission of zoonotic diseases, negatively impacts the lives and livelihoods of those people
living with and near wildlife, victimises both current and future generations, and is a key threat to global security. Yet,
it remains a low profile and low risk offence, with few resources available to combat these harms and crimes. Drawing
upon research on wildlife crime spanning 12 years, this paper highlights the challenges and opportunities in enforcing
environmental laws.

The Arab region is confronted with environmental challenges that render it one of the most vulnerable areas to
the impacts of climate change.

This paper aims to explore the challenges faced by the
Arab legal and security systems concerning climate change-induced migration and to offer insights into best practices
and strategies for addressing these challenges, with a particular focus on enhancing regional cooperation and capacity
building.
